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The term Holy Land have historical and religious 
significance, mainly for Christianity, but also for Judaism 
and Islam. They include those places where the events 
mentioned in the New Testament took place, and in 
particular the “holy places of pilgrimage” as the official 
ancient monuments of Christianity and beyond have come 
to be called. The most important of these are the Holy 
Sepulchre and Golgotha in Jerusalem, the Cave and the 
Tabernacle in the Basilica of the Nativity in Bethlehem, the 
Mount of Olives in Jerusalem where the Lord ascended, 
Gethsemane also in Jerusalem where the Virgin Mary 
slept, Bethany where Lazarus was resurrected, Nazareth 
where the Annunciation took place, Tabor, Cana, the 
Jordan River and other cities and places. Also included 
are the Pool of Siloam by the Cedar River, the tomb of the 
Prophet Isaiah, etc.
